Glenwood High School was the first School to join the
campaign. The campaign kicked off at Glenwood's opening home game of
the season against Westville Boys High on 18 June 2011, The Glenwood
Rugby Team ran on in their lconic Green Jerseys, but sported lime green
representing the Jes Foord Foundation. The kit was sponsored by Puma.

The Jes Foord Foundation encourages as many schools as possible to get
involved and there are many different ways the various teams can raise
money through the matches they play, The teams can either get every
winning game sponsored, or every try they score, or every successful penalty
kick and 5o on and 50 on. The home teams can even take a collection before
the games. The money raised from this campaign will be used towards the
training of Child Safety Officers. One course costs R70 000 and trains
between 16 and 20 people over 10 days, This training is vital in the assisting
‘of children in @ post rape trauma situation and will hopefully lead to an
Increase in convictions. Through this campaign the Jes Foord Foundation
are enabling schools to get involved and make a difference.

Glenwood High School have set the challenge for all other Rugby playing
Schools - “We have set the standard and we challenge every other school
to try and better us™ says head Coach Sean Erasmus.

This campaign is the start of something big. It is very symbolic to see the
future generation of men taking such an active role in creating awareness
towards the fight against rape.

“We love rugby so we decided to use something we love to prove that real
men don't rape. We wanted to show all those wemen out there that we
support them. How effective would it be for 14 year olds to teach older
